The first Head of the Schoolgirls’ Regatta will be held on the
former Olympic Rowing Course at Lake Wendouree Ballarat on
Friday March 22nd, 1985. The regatta will be conducted with the
assistance of the Victorian Rowing Association and the Ballarat
Rowing Association.

The purpose of this regatta is to allow girls’ crews from all schools to compete on an
unrestricted basis, and we are anticipating that it will become the highlight of the Schoolgirls
Rowing Calendar. It is unfortunate that the date of this regatta clashes with the High Schools
Regatta in Geelong, but provision has been made for this not to occur again, and it is hoped
that in future years all schools catering for girls rowing will be represented.

Events FIRST FOUR: One entry per school, distance 1500 metres, in racing boats. SECOND
* FOURS: One entry per school, 1000 metres, in regulation boats. THIRD FOURS: One entry
per school, 1000 metres, regulation boats. FOURTH FOUR: Unlimited entries per school,
1000 metres, in regulation boats. YEAR 10 FOURS: Unlimited entries per school, 1000
metres in regulation boats. YEAR 9 FOURS: Unlimited entries, 1000 metres, in regulation
boats. YOUTH SCULL: Unlimited entries, 1000 metres in youth type sculling boats.

This is the Australian Womens Heavyweight Four which won the Bronze Medal at the 1984 Los Angeles Olympics. The crew was seated Bow Robin
Gray-Gardiner, 2 Karen Brancourt, 3 Sue Chapman, Stroke Margot Foster, Coxwain Sue Lee and Coach Bill Dankbar. Both Sue Chapman and Margot
Foster are still rowing and are presently in the Victorian Heavyweight Four. Sue Lee has retired from coxing and is now a rower.




In planning this regatta we have taken
into account equipment which is
available to schools now and have
arranged events accordingly. However,
looking toward the future we intend to
include other events such as quadruple
sculls and eight oared events. For this
year you will note that only first fours
will compete in racing boats over 1500
metres, but in 1986 the second fours
and then in 1987 the third fours as well,
will compete in racing boats over the
1500 metre course in accordance
national and international junior racing
standards. The programme of events
for 1985 consists of 6 four oared events
and a sculling event.

Coxwains of the 1st, 2nd and 3rd fours will
have a minumum weight of 45 kg. Where
necessary weight bags and weights are to be
provided by the individual schools. The
official VRA weight bags are available at any
Victorian Rowing Association Regatta.
Coxwains of the 4th four and year 9 and 10
fours will have no minumum weight rest-
rictions.

Crew Identification will be by the bowgirl and
coxwain of each crew wearing a number on
her back showing the division in which they
are completing.

At this regatta there will be representatives
from Australian crews who will be most
happy to answer any questions you may have _
about this regatta or rowing n general. Jacqui Marshall became the first Australian Women:
Olympicswhen she raced at Los Angeles.
